After thatmemorabledayof full scalesoaringThursday|
spentFridayin Rothenburga well preservednedievalwalled
city andmodernday touristtrap. The “Kriminalmuseum”had
various medieval torture and executon deviceson display.
Thejusticesystemdidn’t screwaroundwith due processback
then.You could commita crime in the morningandbe crea-
tively dismemberetbeforethedaywasdone.

I managedo avoidthe gallowsandheadedo Nuremberg
on Saturday.Thefirst thing you probablythink of arethe post
WW?2 trials ... the courtroomis still there,but it's beenre-
modeledandin daily usesoit’s notlike theonein the movies.

More impressivewas the DocumentatiorCenter,housed
in the unfinishedNazi Congresdall. This is anin-yourface
museumtracing the history of the Nazi party with emphasis
on what was happenng locally. Nurembergwas proclaimed
the most Germancity in Germanyback then and becamea
symboliccenterof partyactivities.If you've everseena dow-
mentaryshowinga couple hundredthousandroopslined up
atarally, it wasprobablyin Nurembergl walkedthe mostly
intact paradegroundsand stood at a now infamouspodium
overlookingZeppelinField. Sucha contrast....it's now a city
park.
