Sunday, July 15 . . . Steve Davis, Bryan Quick and Jack 

Barry, plus Allan Worrest, took me up on my suggestion for 
flying that day and it was one to remember. I started out with 
the Soprano and passed the transmitter among everyone for a 
50+ minute flight. I should say that for a while I was not 
really impressed with the Soprano . . . it just didn't seem to 
perform that well, the rudder was sluggish and it was hard to 
slow up for a landing. So I stuck a 1/4 oz. weight to the tail 
(which is a lot!) and wow, it was like flying a different plane. 
Responsive to lift, turns on a dime and lands where you want. 
There's a lesson there . . . I suspect 90% of us are flying way 
too nose heavy planes. 

 
I also had the yellow Genie LT/S available. I was ready to 

land at seven minutes, but managed to thermal out of a land-
ing approach over the far northeast corner of the field (by 

those wooden gates the horse people use). That thermal was 
the express elevator to the observation deck; it got really high. 
Spent the next five minutes in a full crow spiral to get it back 
to a more comfortable altitude, then climbed out again. Same 
landing approaches as before at 40 and then 55 minutes, 
catching the same thermal in the corner as before. All told the 
flight was 1 hr, 10 min, 15 sec. 

 
That flight was one of the "funner" ones I've had in quite
